This involves serving as the primary communicator/teacher of God’s Word
for middle school and high school students; recruiting, equipping, and leading a
volunteer team to serve our students; partnering with parents and resourcing them to
lead their families; and ultimately leading a healthy, safe, Christ centered ministry.

caring adults who love Jesus, the youth of FFC, and our local community.
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»  Serve as the primary leader/teacher for weekly Student Ministry gatherings, as
well as being actively involved & responsible for all elements of student ministry.

o  Create regularly scheduled gatherings for our young adults to engage in
fellowship and discipleship
. Recruit, equip, and lead a team of adult volunteers that will invest in this vital
demographic in our church
